Schwinn 130:  Dust/Debris from the drive belt

Follow this troubleshooting guide to help resolve issues with the drive belt generating excessive dust on the Schwinn 130
upright bike.​

Some common complaints may include:

Dust collecting in/around bike
Dusty when using machine

 
Follow these steps to troubleshoot the issue
 
Tools you may need:

Phillips head screwdriver
6mm hex/Allen wrench, or the wrench from the hardware
card included with your machine
15mm socket wrench
13mm, 15mm open-end wrench
32mm/adjustable open-end wrench
Flathead screwdriver
Pedal wrench
Needlenose pliers
Safety eyewear

1. Use a Phillips head screwdriver to remove the shrouds and inspect the drive belt. Instructions on removing the
shrouds can be found in your service manual. Check the drive belt for cracks, strings, fraying, and/or missing pieces.
If any damage is present, order a Drive Belt [14840.A].

2. Check if the drive belt is centered evenly on the drive pulley, flywheel pulley, and tensioner pulley. If the drive belt
needs to be adjusted, please refer to the "Replace the Drive Belt" section of the service manual. Follow along with th
procedure until the drive belt is removed, then replace the belt onto the pulleys. Make sure that the belt is centered
when reinstalling [14840.B].

3. Check each pulley to make sure they are not canted to one side. The pulleys should be positioned parallel to one
another. If any pulley is not parallel/canted to the side, order a Whole Good Replacement  [14840.C]. 

4. Inspect each pulley for damage. During your inspection, ensure the hardware on each pulley is tight (reference 1). If
damage is present or the issue persists, order a Whole Good Replacement ​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​[14840.D].

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Drive Pulley

Tighten the bolt labeled 'E' using a 32mm or adjustable open-end wrench.

Flywheel
Pulley

The Flywheel Pulley is labeled 'H1'.
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Tighten the bolt labeled 'J' using a 15mm open-end wrench and a 15mm socket wrench

Tensioner
Pulley

The Belt Tensioner is labeled 'B'; the tensioner pulley is shown just to the left of the bolt
labeled 'G'.

Tighten the bolt labeled 'G' using a 13mm wrench and a 6mm Allen wrench.
